REP/DEVELOPMENT
TEAM POLICY AGREEMENT

1. Attendance for all Rep/Development functions will be monitored on a regular basis.  All games are to be considered mandatory unless otherwise discussed with the Head Coach (eg, holidays, etc).  If, for any reason, you cannot attend a practice, it is expected, out of courtesy, that you call 24 hours prior to missing the event.  Please leave a message, with the reason, and follow up with another call if a voice message is left.

2. Once uniforms and warm-up suits have been supplied, they should be worn at all functions.  These uniforms must be worn neatly as players are representing the Georgetown Soccer Club.

3. Players are responsible for their uniforms, equipment and team bags.  At all practices and/or games players should have, in their bags, the following equipment:

· soccer shoes, running shoes, shin guards, clean training shirt, shorts and socks, complete clean team uniform, soccer ball, water bottle, extra laces, hair ties (if applicable), socks and player information book (complete with schedule and field maps), and any personal medical requirements, eg, inhalers

4. Players are expected to arrive 45 minutes before all game start times and 15 minutes prior to any practice start time.  Please arrange any rides with proper notice for on-time arrival.  All players should be “booted” and ready for game warm-up no later than 25 minutes prior to start time.  All players should be “booted” and ready 5 minutes prior to any practice start time.  A 15-minute team meeting should be held after all games and practices.  Parents may or may not be included and, in either situation, their patience is appreciated.

5. Communication is very important for all involved.  The coaching staff will work with an open-door policy.  If any player or parent has a concern with anything, please address it so stress and frustrations are kept to a minimum.  Please remember that there is an appropriate time for everything!  The parents are asked to leave any after-game comments until the following day (24-hour rule).  Coaches will be pleased to listen to any issues or problems at that time and hopefully will resolve things to everyone’s agreement.

6. At the Rep/Development level, players will be given equal support and instruction, given equal effort, at practice.  However, the amount of playing time a player receives in a game is dependent on many factors including effort and attitude at practice and performance in recent games.  All players may not receive equal playing time in all games.

7. All players are expected to represent their team appropriately.  Foul language will not be tolerated at any time, on or off the field.  Players are also expected to use a constructive, not destructive, approach to on-the-field communication.  Good sportsmanship should be carried to winning with dignity and losing with respect.
